  the	
  “beast”	
  
referred	
  to	
  is	
  the	
  first	
  beast	
  of	
  
RevelaEon	
  13.	
  











Be	
  aware	
  of	
  how	
  the	
  Bible	
  uses	
  
symbols!	
  Excessive	
  literalism	
  can	
  
bring	
  misunderstanding.	
  



Jesus	
  told	
  His	
  disciples	
  to	
  avoid	
  
the	
  “leaven”	
  (doctrine)	
  of	
  the	
  
Sadducees.	
  	
  
Ma`hew	
  16:6,	
  12	
  



In	
  the	
  Old	
  Testament	
  God	
  said,	
  
“You	
  shall	
  bind	
  them	
  (God’s	
  
words)	
  as	
  a	
  sign	
  on	
  your	
  hand,	
  
and	
  they	
  shall	
  be	
  as	
  frontlets	
  
between	
  your	
  eyes.”	
  
Deuteronomy	
  6:8

  Jews	
  of	
  old,	
  being	
  
locked	
  into	
  a	
  system	
  of	
  excessive	
  
literalism	
  and	
  false	
  
interpretaEons	
  of	
  prophecy?	
  



Is	
  the	
  devil
